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Herbalists and Supporters Rally to Save Our Herbs

Public access to traditional herbal medicine is currently under threat. Medical
Herbalists and supporters are mobilising to inform the public and Scottish Parliament.
Changes in E.U. legislation that come into force in April 2011 will restrict suppliers of herbal
medicine. It is more important now than ever before that Traditional Medical Herbalists gain
statutory regulation following a Department of Health public consultation that ends 16
November. With regulation, the public will have access to the current wide range of herbs
through herbal practitioners. Without regulation, herbalists will have no further rights to use

most herbs than any other members of the public.

Medical Herbalist and event coordinator, Fiona Morris says, “The ‘Save Our Herbs’
Scotland and NIMH’s Act Now Campaigns aim to give the public the opportunity to show
their support for the continued use of herbal medicine in time to have an impact on the
outcome of this consultation. We urge people to support the regulation of practitioners in this

consultation and to respond to the government’s request for comment.”"
